Governor’s Executive Order B-32-15
Develop an integrated action plan by July 2016 which:

 Establishes clear targets to improve freight efficiency

 Transitions to zero-emission technologies 

 Increases competitiveness of California's freight system

 Initiates work on corridor-level freight pilot projects 
within 2015.



 Application of New Technology and Smart Logistics & 
Infrastructure Investments by 25% by 2030.

Freight Efficiencies



Deploy 100,000+ freight vehicles and equipment capable of 
zero emission operation and maximize near-zero emission 
freight vehicles and equipment powered by renewable energy 
by 2030.
